MODEL LETTER TO MP

Dear …………….

I am writing to ask you to vote against the Education & Inspections Bill because I believe that it will be very damaging to the education of our children if it becomes law.  

I have found this Bill very confusing as it appears to me to be full of contradictory statements.  Where is the evidence to support the claims made for such fundamental and controversial changes?

It talks about giving more “freedom” to what Trust schools, but as far as I can understand, there is no evidence to show that similar “freedoms” given to Academies have led to any improvements to the education they offer. In fact there are many concerns about the way they are operating. There is also a real danger that such “freedoms” will lead to the undermining of the schools which teach the most disadvantaged children.  I am not aware of any of our local schools asking for these so-called “freedoms”.   

I am very concerned that the schools paid for by the taxpayer can be handed over to unelected Trusts who will appoint the majority of the Governors not be accountable to anyone locally for the way that they run our schools, nor what they teach our children.  It is of major concern too that they will own the buildings, be responsible for their admissions and have control over the pay and conditions of the staff.

At present, if I am concerned about any of our local schools, I can contact the School Governors, local Councillors or you.  Who will I have to contact in the future?

This Bill seems to ride roughshod over the principles of fairness and local democratic accountability.  Please oppose this Bill.  Our children deserve far better than this.  They only get one chance.
