PRIVATISATION

If the Bill is passed all primary and secondary schools will be encouraged to become self governing and acquire a trust. Local authorities will be prevented from opening new community schools. They will not be democratically accountable. They will employ staff, control assets and set the curriculum.
SELECTION

Trust schools will have more freedom to decide which children they admit.  Recent research conducted by the Sutton Trust shows that school selection is divisive and often segregates children by race and family background.  

NARROWING THE CURRICULUM

The Bill also proposes a vocational / academic divide at 14, effectively reducing every child's entitlement to a broad and balanced curriculum well into their teens. 

GREATER INEQUALITY

We believe that the proposals in the Bill will lead to even more competition between schools, a greater gap between the best and the worst and less choice for parents.
